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My philosophy of education is Instrumentalism [Experimental].  My teaching views are the same as John Dewey and the Montessori system.  The world of dynamic, human, testable experiencing and valuing is my basis philosophical assumption.  This means to analyze, criticize, and select from amazing alternative course of action.  This will help students solve personal and social problem.  I believe in the scientific method is applicable to all area of intelligent beings.  Scientific studies should be taught by a unit method in which the student become deeply involved in research, construction of activities, and similarly enjoyable but meaning full experience with the subject matter.

I also believe  the school should be social, scientific, and democratic.  My belief is to introduce students to society and their heritage based on each child’s own interest, needs, and problems. The school should be a cooperative learning of bringing students into social participation.  I am in favor of a Democratic education as well as cultural heritage.  I am also in favor of problem solving and critical thinking though the Montessori system.  Activities and experiences should be through practical, sensory, and formal skills and studies.  The Montessori system, which I strongly believe in, is primarily involved in individualized activity and personal interacting with the student-teacher, is very important.  My final belief is to raise the standard of learning.  For my firm belief our knowledge is only the tip of the iceberg.
